THE FEAST OF THE THEOPHANY: The Baptism of
our Lord in the River Jordan

This observance commemorates Christ's baptism by John the Forerunner in the
River Jordan, and the beginning of Christ's earthly mlmstw The Feast of
Theophany is the culmination of the Christmas Season, which starts on December
25 and ends on January £. In mystic commemoration of this event, the Great
Blessing of Water is performed on this day, and the holy water so blessed is used
by the local priest to bless the homes of the faithful.

The feast is called Theophany because at the baptism of Christ the Haly Trinity
appeared clearly to mankind for the first time—the Father's voice is heard from
Heaven, the Son of God is incamate and standing physically in the Jordan, and the
Holy Spirit deseends on Him in the form of a dove.

This feast is also sometimes referred to as Epiphany but that name more properly
refers to the Westemn Christian feast falling on that same day and commemorating

the visit of the Magi to the child Jesus. The term epiphany does appear in some of

the service texts for this feast, however,

Originally, there was just one Christian feast of the shining forth of God to the world
it the human form of Jesus of Nazareth. It included the celebration of Christ's birth,
the adoration of the wise men, and all of the childhood events of Christ such as his
circumcision and presentation to the temple as well as his baptism by John in the
Jordan. There seems to be little doubt that this feast, like Pascha and Pentecost,
was understood as the fulfillment of a previous Jewish festival, in this case the

The services of Theophany are aranged similarly to those of the Nativity.
(Historically the Christmas services were established later )

The Royal Hours are read and the Divine Liturgy of St. Basil the Great is served
with Vespers on the eve of the feast, The Vigil is made up of Great Compline and
Matins. On the morning of the feast, the Divine Liturgy is served.

The Liturgy of the feast begins with psalms of glorification and praise instead of the
three normal Antiphons. And the baptismal line from Galatians 3:27 replaces the
Thrice-Holy.

For as many as been baptized into Christ have put on Christ: Alleluia.

The Gospel readings of all the services tell of the Lord's baptism by John in the
Jordan River. The epistle reading of the Divine Liturgy tells of the consequences of
the Lord's appearing which is the divine epiphany.

Since the main feature of the feast is the blessing of water. It is preseribed to follow
both the Divine Liturgy of the eve of the feast and the Divine Liturgy of the day
itself. But most local parishes do it only once when most of the parishioners can be
present. The blessing verifies that mankind, and all of creation, were created to be
filled with the sanctifying presence of God.

In connection with the feast, it is traditional for the priest to visit all the homes of the
faithful for their annual house blessing using the water that has been blessed at the
Theophany services.

BLESSING OF HOMES:

The Family is a Small church

The famly is considered, by our faith, to be a small church. The family table is the home
altar where the members gather each day to receive their daily bread from Cod with
thanksgiving in the name of Christ,

Sanctification of the home

The sanctification of the home takes place with praver and the sprinkling of holv warter. The
pricst, or head of the house,, asks God to have mercy on the home, to rid it of every cvil and
to fill it with every blessing. Everyone of the house, prays together for the living and the
dead of the family, and all who live and have lived in the house, They all sing the hymn of
salvation and process from room Lo room while the priest/elder blesses the house.



Traditions of the ceremony differ according to local custom, but these general guidelines can
b obscrved:

A candle with an ivon and some holy water should be placed in a suitable place, such as

Also, a list of first names for whom prayers are to be offered, including members of the
family and all those living in the house. The list should have a clear distinction betwesn
the living and the dead.

The ceremony

When the priest comes, all who are present in the house should gather around the icon with
the candle. They should, if they are able to join in, say the | risazion Pravers and sing of the
Iroparion of the Feast of Epiphany. Then a family member leads the priest through the
house with the candle. As he goes, he sprinkles holy water, and prays for a blessing upon
each room and the activity that goes on there. When they have gone through the entire
house. the [amily gathers again around the table and the priest blesses each person present.

The Mystery of the Lords Baptism

The Gospel tells us that the Lord wenr o
the Jordan River to be baptized and that He
wished to consecrate Himself in the rver by
signs from heaven.  Someone mighe ask, “Why
would 4 holy man desire baptism?™ Listen to
the answer: Christ is baptized, not to be made
holy by the water, but to make the warer holy,
and by His cleansing to purify the waters which
e touched. For the consecration of Christ
involves 2 more significant conseation of the
Wialer

For when the Savior 1s washed all water for
our baptism is made clean, purified at s source
for the dispensing of baptismal grace to the
people of luture ages. Christ is the first o be
baptized, then, 2o that Christians will follow af-
ter Him with confidence.

I understand the mystery as this. The column
of fire went before the sons of Tsrael through
the Red Sea 0 they could follow on their brave

journey; the column went first through the wa-
ters to prepare 4 path for those who followed. As
the Apostle Paul said, what was accomplished
then was the mystery of baptism. Clearly it was
baptism in a cortain sense when the cloud was
covering the people and bringing them through
the water.

But Christ the Lord does all these things: in
the column of fire He went through the sea be-
fore the sons of Israel; so now, in the column of
Hi= body, He goes through baptism before the
Christian people. At the time of the Exodus the
column provided light for the people whe fol-
lowed; now it gives lixrht to the hearts of believ
¢ers. Then it made a firm pathway through the
waters, now it strengthens the footsteps of faith
int the bath of baptism.
