MEMORIAL DAY: GOD BLESS AMERICA

Durir;g the first celebration of Decoration Day, General James Garficld made a speech at
Arlington National Cemetery, afier which 5,000 participants helped to decorate the graves of
the more than 20,000 Union and Confederate soldiers buried in the cemetery,

This 1868 celebration was inspired by local observances of the day in scveral towns
throughout America that had taken place in the three vears since the Civil War. In fact,
severdl Northern and Southern cities claim to be the birthplace of Memorial Day, including
Columbus, Miss.; Macon, Ga.; Richmond, Va_; Boalsburg, Pa.; and Carbondale, TIL.

In 1966, the federal government, under the direction of President Lyndon Johnson, declared
Waterloo, NUY ., the official birthplace of Memorial Day. They chose Waterloo—which had
first celebrated the day on May 5, 1866 because the town had made Memorial Day an
annual, community-wide event during which businesses closed and residents decorated the
graves ol soldiers with flowers and flags.

By the late 18005, many communities across the country had begun to celebrate Memorial
Day and, after World War I, observances also began 1o honor those who had died in all of
America's wars. In 1971, Congress declared Memorial Day a national holiday to be
celebrated the last Monday in May. (In addition to Memorial Day, Veterans Day, a day set
aside (o honor all veterans, living and dead, is cclebrated each year on November 11, The
date was chosen because of the armistice of World War I the 11™ month, the eleventh day,
the eleventh hour.)

SUNDAY OF THE FATHER'S OF THE FIRST ECUMENICAL COUNCIL

The Sunday of the Holy Fathers of the First ecumenical council is celebrated the Sunday
before Pentecost, following Ascension Thursday. When Christ ascended. He reiterated
His promise of the Holy Spirit to the apostles. The Haly Spiril guided the church, and this
guidance is magnificently made manifest in the ceumenical councils, When dogmas were
confirmed and heretics were put 1o shame. As we await the celebration of the aiving of
the Holy Spirit, it is appropriate to think of the ways in which He guides the church.
Through the loly Spirit, who guided the Holy Fathers in the councils and confirmed their
pronouncemenis in the mind of the Church, the True Faith, which is nothing less than the
only correct and saving faith in the true God, was preserved.

The principle that hicrarchs can meet and formulate doctrinal and diseiplinary statements
and resolutions that are the will of God and accepted by the entire church was established
in the apostolic period, with the first reconded council, which was reported by St Luke in
His acts, with the famous statement which has become an anthem of soris for the Church:
"For 1t scemed good 1o the Holy Ghost, and o us” (Acts 15:28). There have been seven
ccumenical councils, which were always convenesd when there was some heresy that was
endangering the purity of the faith. The First icumenical council was held in 325 AD in
Nicea. It was called primarily to combat the heresy of Arianism.

The Symbol of Faith, the Nicean Creed, was authored in part in Nicea (the first seven
articles were written). This was the first written expression of the unwrilien belief
regarding the nature of God, and the internal relationship of the Father to the Son. It was
the first document accepted universally defining what Christianity was. It was the first
universal mean: it was the measure by which one could delineate Truth from Heresy. To
vary from it meant that was had ceased to be Christian. Therefore, to this day, it is
impossible for one to be a Christian if this symbol, which dogmatizes Divine Truth about
God and His economy, is not believed.

The church is guided by the Holy Spirit, and the members of her are also guided by this
same spirit. Since the IToly Spirit never contradicts Himself, the individual must agree
with the consensus of the One Holy and Catholic Church.

"The Holy Spirit provides all things; Ie flows forth prophecy; He perfects the
priesthood; He has taught wisdom ro the illiterate. He has shown forth the fishermen as
theologians. He holds together the whole institution of the Church. Wherefare, ()
Comforter, one in essence and throne with the Father and the Son, glory be to Thee.*

PEntEC’DSt “Who is so great a God as our God?”

In the Church’s annual liturgical cvele, Pentecost is “the last and great day.™ It is the
celebration by the Church of the coming of the Holy § pirit as the end - the achievement
and fulfillment —of the entire history of salvation. For the same reason, however, it is
also the celebration of the beginning: it is the “birthday™ of the Church as the presence
among us of the Holy Spirit, of the new life in Christ, of grace, knowledge, adoption to
(rod and heliness, This double meaning and double joy is revealed to us, first of all, in the
very name of the feast. Pentecost in Greek means fifty, and in the sacred biblical
symbolism of numbers, the number fifty symbolizes both the fulness of tme and that
which is beyond time: the Kingdom of God itsclf, Tt symbolizes the fulness of time by its
first component: 49, which is the fulness of seven (7 x 7): the number of time, And, it
symbalizes thal which is beyond time by its second component: 49 + |, this one being the
new day, the “day without evening” of God's eternal Kingdom. With the descent of the
Holy Spirit upon Christ’s disciples, the time of salvation, the Divine work of redemplion
has been completed, the fulness revealed, all gifts bestowed: it belongs to us now to
“appropriate” these gifts, to be that which we have become in Christ: participants and
cifizens of His Kingdom::
All this is revealed in the three prayers which the celebrant reads now as we all kncel and
listen to him. In the first prayer, we bring to God our repentance, our increased appeal for
forgiveness of sins, the first condition for entering into the Kingdom of God.

In the second prayer, we ask the Holy Spirit to help ws, to teach vs to pray and Lo follow
the true path in the dark and difficult night of our carthly existence. Finally, in the third
prayer, we remember all those who have achieved their carthly journey, but who are
united with us in the eternal God of Love.

The joy of Easter has been completed and we again have to wait for the dawn of the
Eternal Day. Yet, knowing our weakness, humbling ourselves by kneeling, we also know
the joy and the power of the Holy Spirit who has come. We know that God is with us,
that in Him 1s our victory.

Thus is completed the feast of Pentecost and we enter “the ordinary lime™ of the vear.
Yet, every Sunday now will be called “after Pentecost™ —and this means that it is from
the power and light of these fifty days that we shall receive our own power, the Divine
help in our daily struggle. At Pentecost we decorate our churches with flowers and green
branches - Jor the Church “never grows old, but is always young.” It is an evergreen,
ever-living Tree of grace and life, of joy and comfort. For the Holy Spiril—"“the Treasury
of Blessings and Giver of Life-- comes and abides in us, and cleanses us from all
impurity,” and fills our life with meaning, love, faith and hope.

By
malding Iimsclf known through His wonderful
works, The Father is glorified in the Son asinan
image and type of His own form, for the beauty
of the archetype 1s seen in its image. ‘The only
son then has made Himself known, and He is
in His essence wisdom and Life, the creator of
the universe; He is immaortal and inmr:'up[ihlr,
pure, blameless, merciful, holy, good. His Father
is known to be ke Him, since He could not
be different in nature from His offspring, The
Father's glory is scen, as in an image and tvpe of
His own form, in the glory of the Son.

To call God “Father” is more cxact than to
eall Him “God." The word "Guod™ signifies His

digmity, but the word “Father” points 1o the dis-
tinctive attribute of his Person. 1fwe say “God”
we declare Him to be Lord of the universe. If
we call him “Father™ we show the way in which
He iz distinct 25 2 Person, for we make known
the fact that He has a Son. The Son himself
gave God the narne of Father, as being in some
sense the more appropriate and truer appella
tion, when Fe said, not “T and God” but 1 and
the Father are one, and also, with referemie to
Himself, On him haz God the Father ser his
seal. And when He commanded His disciples
to baptize all mations, TTe did not tell themn to do
this in the name of God, but expressly ordained
thut they were to do it in the name of the Father
and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit.
